• Cleaning Supplies
• Toiletries
• Small Trashcan
• Cell Phone and Charger
• Insurance Card & Information

• Refill any prescriptions
Most doctors will write prescriptions for a supply up to 3 months so 
you will be set until Spring Break.
• Air Conditioner - 
(Units should be 7000 BTU or less) 
If you are assigned to a non air-conditioned room, you may bring 
and install a window air conditioner unit for  your room. 

Items to Leave at Home
Any items that have an open flame or heat source that could cause 
a fire are prohibited. These items include but are not limited to: 
• Grills (indoor or outdoor)
• Toasters
• Hotplates
• Space Heaters
• Candles or Candle Warmers
• Incense

Any item that could cause injury or discomfort to another person is 
prohibited, such as:
• Guns of any type, including toys
Under the Missouri state laws, educational facilities can prohibit all 
weapons, including concealed weapons, with a permit. Missouri Valley 
College has such a designation on all campus facilities.

• Knives—Anything other than butter knives
• Pets
